Inw Memory of
Dick King
11/21/28 - 7/5/13

Richard H. King passed away at the age of 84 in Albuquerque, NM on July 5, 2013 after a lengthy illness. Dick was
the last of eight founders, including Brooke Armat, Bill Stecher, and five other Potomac Valley Skiers. Dick, Brooke,
and Bill were an unlikely combination: Brooke was a lawyer, Bill a physician, and Dick a federal security officer.
What brought them together was their mutual love of skiing.

Dick is survived by his wife, Julie, who is an honorary member of PVS.

Later in life he became a member of the Duke City Barbershop lf =3
Chorus, a life member of Amity Lodge, and an avid golfer, bowler, and L7 } 4
metal-detecting hobbyist. :

Dick was born in New England. And despite his vociferous claims that
it wasn’t the case, he never really lost his New England accent. ‘
Dick King was a skier. In 1964, Dick was among several individuals :
who joined the National Ski Patrol. They had bonded on a 1963
European flight in which the wholesaler absconded with all of the
funds for the land package. There they met many others who would
help form the nucleus of PVS. Dick, Bruce Harstad, and Bill Stecher
rented a room at the Old Bedford Hotel for the entire 1964-65 ski
season while they patrolled at Blue Knob and created the concept for
PVS. In 1965 PVS became an organized club and held its first formal
meeting on November 16.

Former PVSer, Pat Cope, recalls that Dick nearly saved her life in
1963, skiing in France. Pat fell, got a concussion and was dazed on the
slopes. Dick King found her and skied down the mountain with her.

Early October 1966 Dick left for his first sojourn in Saigon. In May of
1968 he returned via Cervinia, Italy for a little spring skiing and went
back to skiing and patrolling - his great loves. In 1970, while at the
Pentagon, Dick met Julie who was to become the love of his life. Dick
returned to Saigon in 1972 and re-met Julie - love bloomed. Julie’s
tour was up - she returned to the U.S. Dick followed. They married Dick King in Chamonix, 1963.
here and both returned to Saigon for a final tour. Dick introduced Julie Photo by Pat Cope

to skiing in 1974 taking her to the USSA ski week at Sun Valley, Idaho.

Dick retired from government and started a second career with Martin Marietta in Denver; he and Julie moved
there in 1979. They moved back to Maryland in 1981 and Dick became the editor of TOOT. He had a mild heart
attack in 1983, from which he fully recovered. However, he couldn’t go above 10,000 feet, precluding most
Colorado skiing. Dick gave a great opening speech at PVS’s 25th anniversary party in 1990. He and Julie returned
to Albuquerque in 1992.

We give a fond farewell to a founding father of Potomac Valley Skiers.

A Trip to Historic Fredericksburg, Virginia
Saturday, November 2, 2013

Experience a day back in time with PVS’s Melissa FitzGerald, whose family was instrumental in
resurrecting and preserving the legacy of historic Fredericksburg, Virginia. Ray and Nancy McKinley join
Melissa in offering a tour of historic sites from the 1700s in Fredericksburg, just 50 miles south of D.C.
The lovely old town on the Rappahannock River boasts 18" century and Victorian houses, is the site of
three significant Civil War battles, and is where George Washington got his early education. Adding to
its charm, the historic district of Fredericksburg is home to numerous galleries and cafes. Melissa will
help make history come alive as she regales us with stories of Fredericksburg’s illustrious past.

Choose to drive (or carpool) the hour’s drive to Fredericksburg. Alternatively, take a peaceful
train ride to the center of town on Amtrak from Alexandria leaving at about 8:00 am (round trip about
$50). We will meet at the Visitor’s Center at 10:15 am and take a 75-minute ($17) guided trolley tour of
the highlights: Kenmore (Betty Washington’s home), the Mary Washington House, the fascinating Hugh
Mercer Apothecary Shop, and the Rising Sun Tavern built by George’s brother. After our tour, stop for
lunch at La Petit Auberge or Eileen’s café in the middle of town. Then plan to walk and visit some of the
sites in more depth, or stroll the streets of shops and galleries.

If you come by car, you may visit Chancellorsville Battlefield (site of one of the bloodiest days in
the Civil War) or relive on film the critical battles at the Fredericksburg Visitors Center where an
excellent museum provides details. On your way back to Washington you may stop off at Belmont, the
home and studio of Gari Melcher, one of the most celebrated American artists of the late 19" century.

f Now that you have signed up for ski trips next
season, it is time to think about how you can make your
travel experience more comfortable. There are several
things you can do to simplify travelling. First, of course,
is to minimize your luggage, pack in an efficient way c
and only take what you need on the trip. You might Baggage Claim
want to invest in some of the new technical ski clothing |
that is lightweight but warm. That way you will not have

a lot of bulk in your suitcase. Also, you may want to consider renting skis, but we
—® always recommend you take your own boots.

If you want to take your own skis, consider shipping by Fed Ex. Dick and I have been doing that for the
past several years and it is efficient, cost-effective and easy. At least a week before you leave, take your skis in
a ski case to your nearest Fed Ex office and ship them via “Ground.” We ship two pairs of
skis in one bag and it usually costs less than $50 for a domestic trip. When we get to the
hotel, the skis are in our room or in the ski room waiting for us. Be sure to take the Fed Ex FECEX
forms for return shipment with you so that you can give them to the hotel.

Another way to make your trip more user friendly is to become a Global Entry Member, which was

created by and is administered by U. S. Customs and Border Protection (CPB). This will allow you to come

into the country from overseas trips through an automated kiosk and avoid the long

riwstin teacroon wrwans  Participants use dedicated screening lanes for benefits which include leaving on shoes,

light outerwear and belts, as well as leaving laptops and 3-1-1 compliant liquids in

carry-on bags. Dulles Airport is one of the participating airports where you can go through the special lanes and
avoid long lines.

To become a Global Entry Member you have to be a U.S. citizen; have never been convicted of a crime; and
have never been found in violation of customs and immigration. The cost is $100 for five years. Go to
http://www.globalentry.gov for more information and the application. Once you apply, you will be contacted if
you qualify for membership. Then you will schedule an interview and be fingerprinted. This may sound like a
hassle and it is. However, once you experience avoiding the long screening lines and walking right through
customs and immigration, you will be glad you applied!

If you have not signed up for a ski trip and are still considering it, please contact the ski trip leader and let
them know. Also, they can answer any questions you have about the trips.
